The priest continues the Prayer of Consecration

who of thy tender mercy didst give thine only Son Jesus Christ
to suffer death upon the cross for our redemption;

who made there (by his one oblation of himself once offered)

a full, perfect and sufficient sacrifice,

oblation and satisfaction for the sins of the whole world;

and did institute, and in his holy gospel

command us to continue, a perpetual memory of that his precious
death, until his coming again:

Hear us, O merciful Father,

we most humbly beseech thee;

and grant that we receiving these thy creatures

of bread and wine, according to thy Son our Saviour Jesus
Christ's holy institution,

in remembrance of his death and passion,

may be partakers of his most blessed ¥ body and blood:
who, in the same night that he was betrayed, took bread;
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Here the priest is to take the paten.

and, when he had given thanks, he brake it,
Here the priest shall break the bread.

and gave it to his disciples, saying, Take, eat;

Here the priest is to lay a hand on all the bread.

this is my body which is given for you:
do this in remembrance of me.
Likewise after supper he took the cup;

Here the priest is to take the cup.

and, when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, saying,
Drink ye all of this;

Here the priest is to lay a hand on every vessel in which there is wine to be
consecrated.

for this is my blood of the new testament,

which is shed for you and for many for the remission of sins:
do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in remembrance of me.
Amen.

The priest and people receive communion.

All taking part online are encouraged to make their Spiritual Communion, using the
following prayer:

Lord Jesus Christ, grant, that as the hem of your garment, touched
in faith, healed the woman who could not touch your body, so the
soul of your servant may be healed by faith in you, whom I cannot
now sacramentally receive; through your tender mercy, who lives
and reigns with the Father in the unity of the Holy Spirit ever one
God, world without end. Amen.
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When all have received Holy Communion, all pray:

Our Father,

which art in heaven,

hallowed be thy name;

thy kingdom come;

thy will be done,

in earth as it is in heaven.

Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,
as we forgive them that trespass against us.
And lead us not into temptation;
but deliver us from evil.

For thine is the kingdom,

the power and the glory,

for ever and ever.

The priest prays the following post communion prayer:

Almighty and ever-living God, we most heartily thank thee,

for that thou dost vouchsafe to feed us, who have duly received
these holy mysteries, with the spiritual food of the most precious
body and blood of thy Son our Saviour Jesus Christ;

and dost assure us thereby of thy favour and goodness towards
us; and that we are very members incorporate in the mystical
body of thy Son, which is the blessed company of all faithful
people; and are also heirs through hope of thy everlasting
kingdom, by the merits of the most precious death and passion of
thy dear Son. And we most humbly beseech thee, O heavenly
Father, so to assist us with thy grace, that we may continue in
that holy fellowship, and do all such good works as thou hast
prepared for us to walk in; through Jesus Christ our Lord, to
whom, with thee and the Holy Ghost, be all honour and glory,
world without end.

Amen.
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The priest pronounces the Blessing:

Christ the Sun of Righteousness shine upon you,

scatter the darkness from your path,

and make you ready to meet him when he comes in glory;
and the blessing of God almighty,

¥ the Father, the Son, and the Holy Ghost,

be amongst you and remain with you this Advent and always.
